The decision to celebrate Pravasi Bharatiya Divas was taken in accordance with
recommendations of the High Level Committee (HLC) on the Indian Diaspora set up by
government of India under the chairmanship of L. M. Singhvi. The then Prime
Minister of India, Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee, received the report of the Committee
at a public function at Vigyan Bhavan in New Delhi on 8 January 2002, and announced
the "Pravasi Bharatiya Divas" (PBD) on 9 January 2002. The day was chosen to mark
the return of Mahatma Gandhi from South Africa to India in 1915. After this day was
administered in 2000, it was first celebrated in 2003. Here are more insights
concerning the historical backdrop of Pravasi Bharatiya Divas - The Pravasi
Bhartiya Divas date is the 9th of January. Most people celebrated this as NRI Day
in India.

the participation of 30 countries with 122 representatives. Vishwa Hindi Diwas was
first celebrated in 2006 under the instructions of then-Prime Minister Manmohan
Singh. The date of January 10 was chosen as Hindi was spoken for the first time in
the United Nations General Assembly on January 10, 1949 . In 1975, the World Hindi
Conference was formed by then Prime Minister Indira Gandhi for bringing together
Hindi scholars, writers and laureates who have contributed to the development of
the language and appreciate their contributions. This year the festival is being
organized by the Union Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports in collaboration with the
Karnataka. The event will be held from January 12 to January 16, 2023, at Hubballi-
Dharwad, Karnataka. More than 30,000 youth will attend the inaugural function where
the Prime Minister will share his vision with them. During this unique five-day
event, over 7500 youth delegates from all over India, recognized and leaders in
their own field of activity, get together to engage in different learning
activities.
